The Dinner Plain Community Association is working hard to improve our Village. Did you know that it takes hours of effort to put on events like Reggie and the Revolvers, the Easter Activities and the Gala Ball on the Ski Season Opening Weekend. Then there are the days and days spent in trying to get the Community Garden over the line (grant submissions, planning permits, liaising with suppliers). The Village now has an updated Emergency Management Plan which is shared with Alpine Shire and the Emergency Services, regular checks are made of the AEDs and we have expanded our First Aid kit. The Association lobbied hard to gain exemption for Dinner Plain from the VRLT which included a video to demonstrate its Alpine Nature. Volunteer hours have also been put into Clean Up days, weeding the Courts prior to their resurface and regular Bike Track Maintenance.
 It must be noted that the Community Association cannot and does not control decisions made by Alpine Shire. The Committee has made great progress with monthly meetings now held with Alpine Shire Representatives so that there is greater collaboration and understanding as to what the Village needs. Bike Track Maintenance, re surface of the Courts, Fire Prevention, Car Park challenges to name a few.
